It currently supports CO, H2S, LEL and O2, but is only limited by your imagination. It has a working range of about 600 ft. (depending on the type of construction and number of walls) and costs about $1,200.00 
         The president asked about topics for the conference next year. He suggested making it more relative to the first line firefighters to get more participation. A concern was mentioned about this year's conference in that it did not have many Technician specific courses. We should do a better job in mixing the training levels up.
