MINUTES
Of the February 21, 2002 meeting
Held in Williamston, NC
 
The meeting was opened at 1300 hrs. by Pres. Bart Massey. Pres. Massey welcomed all members and guests. There were no minutes from the previous meeting in Asheville available. Frank Burns passed out copies of the Treasurers report, and a copy is attached to these minutes. Treas. Burns reminded everyone that there are still plenty of t-shirts and golf shirts available for sale.

Frank Burns reported that the Association web page (www.nchazmat.com) is up and running, and that we need information to put on the site. Frank also reported that blank association brochures have been pre-printed with the association logo, and they are available to members to be printed with specific dates and information for a variety of uses. 

OLD BUSINESS:

Haz-Mat Team Typing:

Pres. Massey asked if anyone was familiar or could provide an up-date on Rich Bermans efforts to “type” the hazardous materials teams across the state. Pres. Massey stated that “typing” the teams will provide almost instant information on resources and capabilities of units across the state. No one could provide any information. 

Emergency Services Burn Endowment Fund:

Pres. Massey stated that at the Asheville meeting, the membership voted to donate $1000.00 to the Emergency Services Burn Endowment Fund for the NC Jaycee Burn Center. Pres. Massey stated that no check has been cut at this time, and he wanted to be sure that this was what the membership wanted to do. The motion to donate $1000.00 was re-affirmed by James Peele, and seconded by Frank Burns. The motion carried unanimously. Pres. Massey instructed Treasurer Frank Burns to cut the check and send it to Paul Miller, Executive Director of the NCSFA. 

Honorary Memberships:

Pres. Massey renewed a conversation begun in Asheville regarding Honorary Memberships. After discussion, it was decided that the association Board will come up with a set of guidelines for awarding Honorary Memberships.

 NEW BUSINESS:

Hazardous Materials Conference:

Pres. Massey expressed concern over the States ability to help the association monetarily with the up-coming conference due to the current budget shortfall. Pres. Massey also spoke about someone else looking after this due to his current personal and professional obligations. James Peele stated that he has been looking into this issue from the perspective of the NCSFA Board and we may need to downsize the conference this year due to reduced funds available. Chief Peele stated that there may only be around $5000.00 available this year, and that the monies will only be available through reimbursement. Chief Peele and Paul Miller are going to get with Darlene Johnson and Rich Berman to obtain their assistance in getting reimbursements so as to be sure to get every dollar available.

 Conference Classes:

Pres. Massey stated that he had received some unfavorable comments regarding the lack of  “technician level” classes offered at the last conference. There was discussion and general agreement that most of the conference needs to be geared towards the “first responder”. James Peele stated that he will work on providing classes that will attract and benefit the most participants. Frank Docimo and Phil McCardle have both expressed interest in coming back this year.

December Meeting:

A.C. Rich of Raleigh FD had expressed interest in hosting the December meeting in Raleigh. December has traditionally been an open month unless a meeting was specifically needed. A.C. has been advised.

Next Meeting:

Will be held on April 18, 2002 in Fayetteville at the Training Center. James Peele stated that we will make every attempt to get the meeting notifications out in a more timely fashion in an attempt to increase attendance at the meetings, but, we send notifications according to the information we have on the membership roster. If any of that information has changed, we need to know it. You can now send an e-mail through the web page to update member information.

 James Peele also addressed the content of the association meetings and requested that host agencies do something to make these meetings worthwhile to attend by either having programs or training available. Chief Peele emphasized the need for more than just attending to hear the previous minutes, and discussing a little business of the association. He also addressed the issue of separating the RRTAG from the Association meetings as a possible way to increase attendance. There was also discussion of having association meetings quarterly instead of every other month. Chief Peele stated that as other people, businesses, and organizations join our association, it is especially important that we have our act together. There was a general agreement on these issues with further discussions to be held at subsequent meetings.

With no other business, the meeting was turned over to William Service of the NC Division of Public Health who gave an informative briefing on the Public Health Services’ Guidelines for Environmental Response to Biological Terrorism Events. A draft copy of these guidelines is attached.

MINUTES 
Of the April 18, 2002 meeting 
Held in Fayetteville, NC  
President Bart Massey called the meeting to order at 1:30 pm, and thanked the Fayetteville Fire Dept. for hosting the meeting. President Massey welcomed Chief Jeff Duley and Capt Tony Bateman of the Charlotte FD as the representatives of the newly formed RRT-7. The minutes of the January meeting were approved as they had been sent out to the membership without change.  
Treasurer Frank Burns gave the treasurers report, and stated that the check for the $1000.00 donation to the NC Jaycee Burn Center Endowment Fund had been sent to the NCSFA. A copy of the treasurers report is attached to these minutes.  
Pres. Massey spoke on Charlottes recent experiences with the Burn Center, in the loss of Josh Early from charlotte FD. Pres. Massey stated he was more convinced than ever of the need for the endowment fund, and that he felt it was money well spent.  
Frank Burns reported that there were still plenty of golf and t-shirts for sale. 
 OLD BUSINESS: 
 Haz Mat conference report; A steering committee has been formed, and is chaired by Mike Chapman. The steering committee is to meet on Friday, April 19 to discuss classes to be provided at the conference. Anyone with any input is asked to contact Mike Chapman, or any member of the Steering Committee. A.C. Rich, Tony Bateman, and Darlene Johnson, who were in attendance at the Association meeting were also going to be attending the Steering Committee meeting. Several good ideas were passed on to them to take to the Steering Committee meeting. 
 Haz Mat Team Typing; Rich Berman reported that he discussed this issue at the Advisory Committee meeting on Wednesday April 17, and had been told to include OSFM because of their responsibility in certifying individuals and teams. There was discussion on who’s actual responsibility it actually was to provide this service, and the final consensus was that it is EM’s responsibility, but that information from OSFM should be included. Rich is using a program he got from Pennsylvania as a model for the typing. Rich stated that this will be important, especially with the possibilities of Federal grant monies that may be available in the future. The typing of teams may allow for an easier disbursement of those funds, as only “Typed” teams will be eligible for those grants. After much discussion, the Association adopted the following resolution:  
The North Carolina Association of Hazardous Materials Responders supports the effortsof the Division of Emergency Management to Type the Hazardous Materials teams in accordance with approved standards to be developed and endorsed by the North Carolina Fire Commission and the North Carolina Association of Hazardous Materials Responders. 
 A motion was made by David Holder and seconded by Tony Bateman to accept this resolution. The motion carried. Rich Berman asked Pres. Massey to contact Martin Chriscoe, Chairman of the RRTAC and advise him of this resolution. Further discussion of the issue resulted in the agreement to invite one member of the Association, one from Emergency Management, and one from the Certification Committee to develop and review the appropriate standard. Rich Berman is to facilitate this, and David Holder will assist from the Association. A draft copy of this document is to be brought before the Association no later than the August meeting of the Association.  
Honorary Memberships; Pres. Massey stated that this issue has been looked at, and that the by-laws currently spell out the requirements for this type of membership. No further action needs to be taken at this time. 
 NEW BUSINESS: 
 Rich Berman suggested that the grant for the Hazardous Materials conference be issued directly to the Association instead of the NCSFA. After discussion, it was decided that Pres. Massey would contact Jimbo Peele and Paul Miller to discuss the Associations desire to take more ownership of our portion of the conference. Benny Nichols made a motion that Pres. Massey make these contacts to discuss the upcoming Haz Mat conference. Ron Jordan seconded, and the motion carried. In addition, Pres. Massey was asked to discuss the issue of having our name and/or logo on the conference brochure, and the possibility of having our representative to the NCSFA sit at the head table and be recognized at the conference banquet. 
 Gateway Conference; No report 
 The North Carolina Fire & Rescue Journal are associate members of the Association, and they have asked for input from our association. We are asked to contact Dick Murphrey at 800-351-6425, or at

 with any information we wish to be published in the journal. 
 Andy Holliman brought up the issue of having a training session or speaker present at the Association meetings in order to make them more attractive to members, and to make them more worthwhile to attend. A discussion followed, with general agreement that hosting agencies would try to plan for training or special speakers. Benny Nichols suggested contacting Dr. Steve Cline with Public Health, as he has several good programs available to present. 
 Andy Holliman discussed the possibility of splitting up the RRTAG and NCAHMR meetings. The attendance at the Association meetings is almost completely the same members who attend the TAG meeting earlier the same morning. In an effort to boost attendance of members, and attract new members, it may be advantageous to split up these two meetings. General discussion included the possibility of moving the TAG meeting to the same day as the RRTAC meeting, as most of the same people attend both meetings, and having the Association meeting by itself, and possibly changing it to a quarterly meeting. The membership agreed that this was a good plan, and it was decided to keep things the way they are for the remainder of 2002, and to discuss the 2003 schedule at the June meeting. 
 With no further business to be brought before the Association, the meeting was adjourned at 15:05.

Of the June 20, 2002 meeting

Held in Wilmington, NC (Wilmington Fire Dept. hosted)

 President Bart Massey called the meeting to order at 2:00 p.m. and thanked the Wilmington Fire Dept. for hosting the meeting.  President Massey welcomed Tony Bateman to the Association as the representative for the newly formed RRT-7 Team (Charlotte Fire).  The minutes of the April 18th meeting were approved without change.

 Two Vendors were present to display their product and give a 15 minute overview of what the product could provide.  Stephen F. Wingerter, Vice President of Program Development was present representing The Centech Group, Inc. his product is priced at $15,000.    Arran Bibby, Sale Engineer was also present representing Sensir Technologies.  Mr. Bibby displayed the TravelIR HCI, (Hazmat Chemical Identifier) which is a portable analyzer for unknown liquids and solids) Priced at $ 47,000.

 Will Service, NC Public Health discussed the 7 Public Health Surveillance teams going to be put in place. Other than Bio-hazards, they will respond to disease surveillance and disease out break.  This is a new capability they have never had.  Five of the Seven teams are staffed with an Industrial Hygienist (IH), Pitt and Cumberland have not hired their IH’s as of yet.  Each team will consist of a Doctor, Epidemiologist, Industrial Hygienist, Nurse an admin. person.

 Scott Bullard with NC Health and Human Services reported that 1.2 million had been approved for the State Public Health Lab.

 Treasures Report – Frank Burns reported that $3,199.01 was the Association’s Balance.  The $1,000. Donation had been make to the J.C. Burn Center.

OLD BUSINESS  

HazMat Conference Update

Chief Peele stated the Conference was scheduled Aug. 15-18 in Charlotte, with lodging at the Adams Mart.  Mike Chapman chaired the steering committee that put together the HazMat agenda.  No one had an updated copy of the Courses that were going to be offered at the conference.  Mike had sent them out but a copy was not brought  to the meeting.

-All Sponsor Names will be placed on the front of the conference brochure to correct the problem that occurred last year.

-All Presidents of participating Associations will be seated at a designated table in front of the head table at the banquet.  There was not enough room for all the presidents at the head table.

-Richard Berman stated he had sent the agreement between NCEM and the Fireman’s Assoc. to Paul Miller in late May.  Paul has signed it and NCEM has committed to $7,500 to assist with the Conference. 

Typing of Hazardous Materials Teams

22 teams have been identified.

Bart Massey discussed this with Martin Chriscoe and Martin had no problems with the resolutions.

 Rich Berman gave out the DRAFT Typing guide for the Haz Mat Teams.  Pennsylvania has a certification Program that Richard used as a guide to catagorize these teams.  Rich also discussed the typing DRAFT and asked that everyone review them and then e-mail him their concerns or comments.  The requirements will have to be flexible and he still has to compare them to the RRT’s. 

Under the State Wide Mutual Aid Agreement or EMAC, NCEM can send a requesting county or State a Type I or II team depending on the need.

 There is grant monies that can be given to the other Haz Mat Teams within the state.

Rich wanted to give a special thanks to David Holder and Derrick Clouston for their hard work on the Typing Guide.

 NEW BUSINESS  

 The NC Assoc. of Haz. Mat. Responders have 2 representatives that serve on the Haz Mat Certification sub committee.  Capt. Steve Williams from Winston Salem and Chief Johnny Teeters from Greensboro.  They meet once a quarter before the Fire and Rescue Commission meeting.  Tony Bateman nominated A.C. Rich.  Nominations were closed.  All members were in favor.  AC Rich will now represent the Assoc. on the Haz Mat Certification sub committee.

 Bart Massey received a letter from the Community College System ref. the 8 Regional Fire and Rescue Coordinators.  The Governors proposed budget cut 5 of the Coordinators, leaving 3 to continue their scope of work.  The Community College is asking for support from members of the Assoc. to write letters to their legislatures in support of keeping all 8 Regional Coordinators.  Bart asked for all members to comply and write letters if they supported the program.

 At this time there are enough shirts to take to the Conference to be sold without ordering any additional ones.  In the inventory are:  74 golf shirts for $25.00, and 64 T-shirts for $10.00.

 Derrick Clouston, (OSFM) brought up the NFPA Chemistry Course.  He stated that if you were having problems getting an NFPA Chem. Course any Chem Course with the same objectives as NFPA would count.  Dept. of Insurance, OSFM  is in the process of rewriting the Technician Program.

The president (Mr. Bart Massey) opened the meeting at 13:40, welcomed all in attendance.  
J. Groves read the previous minutes. The minutes were approved with the following 
correction: change the affiliation of Scott Bullard to DENR.  
F. Burns read the treasury report. Treasurer’s report  and status of funds was approved.  
B. Massey stated that at each annual meeting the fees and dues must be set. 
J. Peele motioned to keep the dues/fees the same, 2nd by Harris. Passed unanimously.

Correct Level I and Level III (they were backward in the draft), clarify what is a 
WMD Technician in the procedure, and add DOD, DOJ, OSFM (NFA) as training examples. 
It was also mentioned that the procedure should change the Type II requirement to be 
for staffing only, not necessarily equipment. Berman mentioned the availability of grants 
to local Hazmat teams. He stated that in order to request one of the Hazmat team grants 
(95K-100K per team) a team must be at least Type II (OSHA Technician), and have this 
certified by the Chief of the Department. R. Berman motioned to accept the draft 
Hazmat “typing” document with corrections and have the NCAHMR endorse it. 2nd 
by Burns. Passed unanimously.  
        R. Berman also discussed local grants to local Emergency Management. Funds will be 
made available (% by county) for countywide preparedness. There was much discussion 
on equipment use and purchasing and ongoing costs with the associated equipment. 
Berman stated that due to the state contract regulations, there was no “easy” way 
to purchase much of this equipment on the GSA contract. 
         The President thanked Rich Berman, David Holder, and Derrick Clouston for their work on 
the “typing” document. He also thanked everyone on the conference steering committee
 for their hard work: Mike Chapman, Andy Holliman, AC Rich, Mark Dalton, 
Darlene Johnson, etc…

President James Peele called the meeting to order at 1310 hrs. and thanked everyone for making the long trip. President Peele introduced himself as the new president of the association and spoke briefly on his goals for the future of the association. President Peele then asked for each member present to introduce himself.

Andy Holliman read the minutes of the August 17 meeting. Mark Dalton motioned for the minutes to be approved as read, Gary Cornett seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Frank Burns gave the Treasurers report and gave a balance of $3072.86. Tommy Brooks motioned that the Treasurers report be approved as read, Mark Dalton seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Frank Burns passed out corrected brochures to all present.

Old Business:
Rich Berman reported on Team Typing. Rich stated that the version endorsed by NCAHMR in August had been sent to the Fire Commission’s Haz Mat Subcommittee for their review. The Haz Mat Subcommittee recommended only having one Technician level represented in the document, and recommended that the State Technician level be the only Tech level recognized as it is the more stringent certification. The document was approved by the Haz Mat Subcommittee with that change, and the document now goes to the SERC board for approval.

There are currently 22 Haz Mat teams identified in the State. Rich was not sure if all of those teams are operating at the State Tech level. If any of them are not, they will not be eligible for grants through EM. Rich will send out the most recent copy of the draft via e-mail, the one-list, and they will be posted on the Association web site for all to review.

Mark Dalton reported from the Conference Steering Committee. Mark stated that there had been a couple of problem areas from the 2002 conference identified, primarily the lack of recognition of EM on the brochure, and poor directions to class areas. President Peele stated that the problem with recognizing EM was an oversight, and it has been rectified for the 2003 conference. President Peele also reported that the arrangement of classroom area vs. vendor spaces is also being looked at, and the plan is to integrate some vendor spaces in the court area outside the classroom areas.

Tony Bateman reported that Charlotte FD will take more of a lead role in helping with the 2003 conference, and offered his assistance in any capacity needed.

President Peele thanked the conference steering committee for all their hard work.

President Peele reported that the 2003 Conference will be back at the Merchandise Mart in Charlotte, and the Adams Mark will be the host hotel. President Peele stated that the problems with the 2002 conference and the Adams Mark were discussed at the NCSFA retreat and hopefully, those problems have been ironed out. The plan is to have a bigger banquet room in 2003, and all of the opening ceremony and all association meetings will be held at the Adams Mark. In addition, the Memorial Service will hopefully be held in a church near the Adams Mark. Classes will begin on Friday morning at the Merchandise Mart. The dates of the 2003 conference are August 14 thru 17.

President Peele asked if anyone had any interesting responses they wanted to discuss. There was a general discussion of responses by RRT’s 5, 6, and 7 including RRT-6 responding to suspicious powder calls again. Gary Cornett reported that they had successfully prosecuted an inmate who kept sending threatening letters and unknown powder to a Federal Judge. Gary stated that the inmate received a life sentence for his actions.

Rich Berman reminded everyone that EM still does not support the use of Field Screening Assay kits for biohazards.

New Business:
President Peele reported that the NCSFA has hired Jeff Cash as its Program Coordinator. Jeff will coordinate many functions of the NCSFA including the annual conference, and assist Paul Miller as needed.

Mark Dalton reported on the 2003 conference steering committee. Mark stated that the committee had decided that Haz Mat technicians will be the target audience. Mark reported that there are currently about 11 classes outlined including getting Frank Docimo back for a class, RRT & RST interaction, Mike Callan’s Streetwise HazMat, two facility tours are planned, and possibly a Haz Mat team competition including events like suit drills, “A” & “B” kits, etc… President Peele suggested doing as much training inside as possible. Mark requested anyone with ideas or information for the steering committee to contact a member as soon as possible, as the next meeting is Friday Nov. 22 at Parkwood FD. President Peele reminded everyone that we need the membership of the Association present at the conference, and those attending will be utilized to facilitate classes and other assignments as needed.

Scott Bullard spoke on his recent trip to EPA Region 4 HQ in Atlanta. Scott reported that the primary mission of EPA now is working on the Homeland Security mission. While there, Scott attended training, and is now certified to perform Threat Assessments. He will send out the TA tool via email for familiarization. Scott also reported that the EPA has the lead on Drinking water, and Chem/Bio clean up. They are also working on three National Decon teams, one each on the East and West coast, and one in Las Vegas, for response to major releases of WMD’s. The EPA is also pushing Congress to criminalize chemical releases. Scott reported that the EPA’s web site has changed. He will send the link to Frank for inclusion on the web site.

Tony Bateman reminded everyone of the need for proper reporting to the NRC and to State EM when required after spills or airborne releases of chemicals. Rich Berman stated that this was the responsibility of the RP and not the response agency. Discussion followed with the outcome being an agreement that the response agency needs to be in a position to help the RP with their reporting requirements when needed.

President Peele introduced Robert Griffin, 1st Vice President of NCSFA who gave an informative report on Gateway III. Tony Bateman asked if anyone can attend these Gateway meetings or if it was by invitation only. Robert advised that the chairs of all of the associations are invited, along with several State agencies, as the main players in the meeting, but, as the next President of NCSFA, Robert invited anyone who wishes to attend and see the process in action to please do so. Tony asked if all three existing Gateway reports could be posted on our website. It was agreed that this would be done. President Peele discussed needing EM to be involved in Gateway IV. He stated that they were invited to attend Gateway III, but after Eric Tolbert left, no one followed up with Ken Taylor to extend the invitation to him.

Tony Bateman asked if it would be possible to have a roll call at each meeting to track those attending the association meetings.
